	This manuscript addresses a critical and timely issue, the transmission and control of cervical cancer through a mathematical model that includes protective measures. The topic is relevant, particularly for regions with limited access to treatment, such as sub-Saharan Africa. The inclusion of a “protection” compartment is a meaningful addition to existing models and aligns well with the emphasis on prevention. However, the manuscript requires substantial revision before it can be considered for publication. While the mathematical framework is generally sound, the language quality, clarity of presentation, and justification of assumptions need significant improvement. Several technical sections lack adequate explanation, and parameter choices are weakly supported. The paper needs major language editing for grammar, structure, and scholarly tone; clearer definitions and assumptions, especially regarding the “protection” term and  stronger connection to current literature, including more recent and region-specific studies.
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
