By applying symmetric folding transformations, datasets exhibiting point symmetry can be shuffled into nearly random patterns, improving the randomness required for effective randomised search algorithms. For example, performing an hv-fold or vh-fold on a symmetric dataset can yield a nearly random distribution, as demonstrated in the paper's application section.
