The description of the cultural adaptation process is insufficiently aligned with internationally accepted frameworks (e.g., ISPOR or WHO guidelines for translation and validation of PRO instruments).

No pilot testing phase is described.

The reporting of results (Table 4) lacks item-level detail and confidence intervals.

Some statistical terms (e.g., “divergent reliability”) are used inaccurately; the correct term is “discriminant validity.”
