	Maternal mortalities and morbidities are still a huge problem in many African countries and, in particular, in the underserved populations of these countries. Knowing that all countries are trying to achieve the sustainable development goal (SDG-3), Target 1, the study provides useful insight into the situation in these communities. It highlights the problems as well as suggests strategies that can be used to overcome the issues.
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	Rather than the Millennium Declaration, it should mention the SDGs.

The methodology should clearly state that the authors did a literature review.

The evidence-based strategies should be briefly mentioned in the discussion and conclusion section.
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	The authors have put in effort to review the relevant literature, but which search engines were used and the period for which the articles were reviewed, including and excluding criteria, are not clearly mentioned. Adding these details would enhance the section's clarity. If some country-specific numbers can be provided, it will add to the strength of the study.
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	Overall language quality is good, but it will be better to pay attention to minor grammatical errors, and at some places there is repetition or use of phrases that are either vague or too wordy, which needs to be avoided.
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	Good effort that highlights the factors that affect the maternal health in the underserved communities in the region as well as commonly encountered problems. It also suggests strategies that, if implemented and evaluated, can improve the current situation. Minor revision is suggested in light of the suggestions above.
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
