	My main problem is the Methods section is vague without citations. For instance, this study is described as a“cross-sectional observational design with comparative elements,” but what does this mean exactly? And, who are the authors that can be cited for this design? As for the mixed methods you talk about next, you need citations and a specific type of mixed methods methodology. For instance, a mixed methods exploratory design begins with the qualitative portion followed by the quantitative. A mixed methods explanatory is quantitative followed by the qualitative. There is also convergent parallel, which is when both are used together, which I believe describes the current study. There are others as well, so pick a suitable one and cite the authors of that design. And also, justify why a mixed methods design is warranted.
In the Participant section, I do not understand the group distinctions. Are those percentiles the amount of French they have had in their current class? If it is based on teacher interviews, how can the teachers then be unaware of their classification?

Based on the results, there seems to have been intentional sampling to get 50%M/F in the sample as well as 50% French input. Please explain how the sample was chosen. In the results section, I do not see much qualitative observation descriptions, so am hesitant to qualify this as mixed methods.
