	NO. The article discusses the measurement of hemolysis levels in Packed RBCs produced using centrifugal and sedimentation methods. However, it does not specify the method used for hemolysis measurements. It remains unclear whether LDH levels, haptoglobin levels, or free hemoglobin levels in the storage bag were assessed. Simply measuring hemoglobin or hematocrit alone would not provide an accurate measurement of hemolysis. The method used to test hematological stability should be described in detail, as it plays a crucial role in determining the study’s outcome.
