	If the concept of sustainable development was initially connected with environmental issues, it has now been extended to the sphere of biotechnologies. Currently, the scientific community is seeking to identify, develop and implement new technologies that can either successfully replace existing ones that are heavy polluters and/or consumers of natural resources or valorize the resulting waste, thus promoting the idea of a circular economy. In this context, the authors of the manuscript propose a method for extracting and purifying bromelain from vegetable waste (pineapple peels) in this way identifying a way to valorize industrial waste into products with direct applicability, thus reducing the impact on the environment.

	The manuscript is scientifically correct but incomplete. The described method for the evaluation of proteolytic enzyme activity (2.2.3. Determination of Proteolytic Activity) shows that in that preparation there are protease enzymes but we cannot say with accuracy that they are bromelain enzymes. In order to demonstrate that bromelain is obtained by the described extraction and purification procedure, it is necessary to repeat the study using substrates and inhibitors that are specific for bromelain. In addition, for a better characterisation of the protein preparation it is useful to perform an electrophoretic analysis in polyacrylamide gel thus showing the distribution of protein bands.
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	The bibliographical reference from a scientific point of view is correct but, considering that this topic is of interest for the scientific community, I think that the authors could have identified more recent materials (there are 31 references of which only 4 references are from the last 5 years)
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
