In addition, the Results and Discussion section redundantly reiterates findings (e.g., garri’s high emissions are stated multiple times). Figure 2 and Table 1 are referenced but not included or mentioned in the surrounding text in the provided document, hindering a full assessment of data presentation. There should be an introductory sentence or paragraph referring to the table or figure.
