	This article situates itself in the context of climate change and the energy transition, contributing to knowledge about the suitability of local agricultural waste from plantains for use in biogas production. It is timely in its focus on an area already reliant on biofuel that is greatly threatened by overuse and the effects of climate change. It also provides some reflections on similarities and contrasts with other studies in different areas. This article would be of interest to scholars in sustainability studies, waste management studies, and agricultural science, but also to policymakers, biogas producers and communities more broadly.

	Yes. If the authors decide to expand their discussions of factors that influenced methanization, they may want to correspondingly expand the line in the abstract dealing with temperature fluctuation.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	In my evaluation it is. The methodology is relatively clearly communicated, as are the problems encountered with regards to temperature and other factors negatively influencing fermentation. However, these factors might merit more discussion given the expected effects of climate change on the region.
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The references are overall sufficient, but some additional exposition on the literature of organic waste management might be advised. For instance, in the description of the method under 2.2.2 there is only one citation even though the authors refer to the method as widely used in organic substrate analysis. Moreover, the article cited and the majority of citations of this Nouha et al. article are from waste management studies. Some additional references to illustrate use of the method in the specified literature and/or additional context might be preferable here.
A similar point can be made at the end of 3.1 and in 3.2 where the authors cite their results as being consistent with the literature in several fields but the citations they provide are in the paragraph below (which discusses what is in the title but mostly through comparison with the literature), and are not all supportive. The connection the authors make between these fields is interesting, but might require a different structure in the text to more effectively communicate it.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The writing in the article is overall clear, but there are several minor errors throughout that range from syntax to facts. 
E.g. 
P1 First paragraph: the European Union is not a country. 

Second paragraph: “However, produced by” syntax error; “performance” is undefined (i.e. performance of what/as what)
Etc.

Thorough copy editing and fact checking before review would be needed before publication.
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
