	The abstract is generally well-written and informative. It effectively summarizes the study objectives, dataset, methodology, and findings. However, it would benefit from clearer wording when referring to the comparative data (e.g., instead of “viz-a-viz”), and the conclusion could be sharpened with a stronger statement about the practical implication or observed improvement in water quality.

	The manuscript is scientifically sound. The methodology is clearly defined, with appropriate attention to sensor calibration, field verification, and outlier handling. The data analysis is comprehensive and logically structured. The results are discussed with sufficient depth and are supported by appropriate visual representations. Some minor numerical inconsistencies between sections (such as the BOD compliance station counts) should be rechecked to ensure accuracy across tables and text.

	The references cited are relevant and foundational, covering prior RTWQMS deployments and sensor technologies. However, the manuscript would benefit from the inclusion of a few more recent studies (from 2020 onwards), especially regarding the advancements in real-time environmental monitoring or AI-based sensor calibration, to reflect current developments in the field.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The quality of English is mostly acceptable for scholarly communication. The text is generally clear, although there are occasional grammatical issues, awkward phrasings, and inconsistent formatting (e.g., “mg/l” versus “mg/L”) that should be revised during proofreading. Sentence structure in some sections can also be simplified for better readability.

	In general, this manuscript offers a well-documented and methodologically sound study with clear policy relevance. Minor editorial corrections and the addition of more recent references can be a meaningful addition to the literature on real-time water quality monitoring.
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
