	This manuscript presents an interesting clinical case report on the diagnosis of pure red blood cell aplasia. The temporality with ART commencement and switching supported tenofovir is likely to be the culprit. However, several other important clinical points make this case report more comprehensive and strengthen the final diagnosis.

1.       Apart from confirmed malaria etiology, the additional differential diagnosis of anemia in this HIV patient was parvovirus 19 infection, which causes severe anemia. Hence, Parvovirus 19 should be mentioned as a potential culprit. It will take ART treatment some time (several weeks to months) for patient’s immune system to recover and eliminate the Parvovirus 19. In this regard, parvovirus infection might have been a co-factor causing severe anemia in this patient. However, this cannot be completely ruled out. Therefore, Parvovirus 19 infection must be considered in the differential diagnosis.

2.       The patient’s immune status, defined by HIV viral load, CD4 %, and counts, must be presented so that readers can understand the degree of immunosuppression in this patient. On the basis that AIDS condition is highly associated with opportunistic infections (Tuberculosis, Parvovirus 19, systemic mycoses…). Hence, the patient’s HIV viral load and CD4 % / counts are of huge importance and need to be presented in this article.

3. English writing:

- In case presentation session: Respiratory rate of 30 cycles/minute should be written as Respiratory rate of 30 breaths per minute.
- HAART - highly active antiretroviral therapy is preexisting used term. Nowadays, ART - antiretroviral therapy is commonly accepted in academic writing HIV articles.
