	Asia and Europe have seen a marked resurgence of Mycoplasma pneumoniae, a bacterium that causes respiratory infections, particularly in children. Epidemics in both regions have prompted health authorities and scientists to exercise caution.

-Mycoplasma is most prevalent in summer and early fall, so care must be taken to prevent infection.
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	Mycoplasmas differ from other bacteria because they lack cell walls.

Many antibiotics, such as penicillin, kill bacteria by weakening their cell walls.

However, because mycoplasmas lack cell walls, many antibiotics cannot treat them effectively.
- Doctors can sometimes detect mycoplasma by performing non-amplified organelle amplification tests (NAATs) on samples of respiratory secretions. NAATs are used to amplify the sample to search for the organism's unique and distinctive DNA or RNA. The importance of amplifying the DNA or RNA of a large number of bacteria makes it easier to distinguish between them.
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
