	- In various articles, it is known that Oxaliplatin-induced sinusoidal obstruction syndrome can mimic colorectal liver metastasis in patients receiving oxaliplatin-based chemotherapy, therefore, this manuscript should highlight the different effect of the combination of oxaliplatin with capecitabine on hepatotoxicity and include information on the metabolic effect of capecitabine that contributes to the development of Sinusoidal Obstruction Syndrome.
- Review in detail the order of appearance of the references in the text of the manuscript as they are not in order; additionally, there are references in the list that are not cited in the text (for example, references 3 and 4), or in the text there is reference 11 which is not in the list. The reference 3 and 9 are not correct, are incomplete.
- Table 1 contains multiple acronyms that are not described either in the table or in the manuscript text; it is suggested to place as a table footnote the meaning of each acronym (for example ALT: Alanine aminotransferase, etc.)
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
