1. The current title lacks specificity and does not clearly convey the key focus areas of the study. A more informative and descriptive title that explicitly highlights the problem addressed and the main objectives or outcomes would greatly enhance the reader’s understanding and the paper’s visibility.

2. The graphical abstract could be clearer and more engaging. Right now, it’s a bit difficult to follow, and it doesn't fully capture the main ideas of the study. Adding more visual elements like labelled steps of the algorithm, simple icons for the different objectives, and a cleaner layout would make it much easier for readers to quickly grasp what the research is about.

3. Clearly define all symbols used in the mathematical model/equations. Moreover, ensure consistency between equations and text.

4. The introduction would benefit from a more structured and clearly defined presentation. Consider organizing it to first provide a concise background, followed by a discussion of its practical importance and challenges. Then, review key existing methods and identify specific research gaps that your study addresses. Additionally, integrating more recent and relevant references particularly from the past 3–4 years will help demonstrate the current relevance of your work and strengthen the context for your proposed approach. This will make the Introduction more informative, coherent, and aligned with current research trends.
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
