Materials and Methods

I suggest you statements that are repetitive on grub/adult population data.

For a better structure, I advice that you state sample size, and sampling method earlier.

Replace “...were used for assessment of seasonal incidence” with “...were recorded to assess seasonal incidence.”

Include the properly formatted variable in the regression formular (e.g., Tmax, Tmin, RHmax, RHmin, SSH, RF).

Results and Discussion

For clarity sake, I suggest you separate Results and Discussion.

When the findings from literatures are conflicting, I suggest you support with a brief explanation.

Avoid starting sentences with “But.” Instead, use However:  “However, [19] reported...”

When comparing results with literature, use full citations instead of just numbers to make the text clearer.

Your reference to figures and table should be consistent, and should be done clearly.E.g., “(Table 1; Fig. 1)”
