(iii) It is necessary to add references for 1st paragraph of Section 5 “ROS-induced mitochondrial [Ca²⁺] dyshomeostasis in AD”.
(iv) (Rizzuto et al., 2012) in Figure 4 are not listed in References.
(v) It is necessary to add references for 1st paragraph of Section 6 “Techniques for improving mitochondrial function in Alzheimer's disease”.
(vi) It is necessary to add references for 2nd paragraph of Subsection 6.2 “Potential therapeutic approaches to mitigate abnormal mitochondrial biogenesis” for PGC-1α.
(vii) Xing et al. (2019) in 2nd paragraph of Subsection 6.2 “Potential therapeutic approaches to mitigate abnormal mitochondrial biogenesis” are not listed in References.
(viii) It is necessary to add references for 3rd paragraph of Subsection 6.2 “Potential therapeutic approaches to mitigate abnormal mitochondrial biogenesis”. Alternatively, the authors can delete this paragraph.
(ix) It is necessary to add references for 2nd paragraph of Subsection 7.2 “Involvement of (DDQ) in the inhibition of mitochondrial fission”.
