	The paper describes a generally sound methodology, such as image acquisition, preprocessing, segmentation, and classification, but the number of samples used  very less only 14 images, is extremely low to justify

	The paper references a good mix of classic and recent literature (up to 2024), including relevant works in plant pathology and image-based classification. However:

Consider citing more recent deep learning-based approaches (2022–2024) for comparative purposes.

Some references are repeated for example  Mokhtar et al., 2015 is cited multiple times in slightly varying formats.
