	Research Gap: The manuscript effectively reviews existing practices but could explicitly highlight unresolved challenges for example scalability of ZECC in humid climates, cost barriers for nano-packaging. I suggested that a short paragraph in the conclusion should be future research priorities; example the hermetic storage reduces grain losses, its adoption remains low among smallholders due to upfront costs. Further studies on financing models are needed.
