	The structure of the article is normal. It respects the rules of the journal. However, it is important for the author to dedicate an entire sub-section to the problem. In fact, when you read through the article, the problem is not really visible. Also, it is not clear what the author's position is in the article. In other words, where are the article's hypotheses?

	The particularity of this article is that, technically, in the empirical part, the author uses a fairly current estimation method in econometrics, namely the GMM method. To measure price stability, the author uses the consumer price index, which is a fairly robust indicator.
