	The author designed a spur gear tooth and calculated the stress and strain manually. These calculations were checked against simulations done in ANSYS. Though, deeper analysis and verification of the comparison would improve the argument of the paper.

In the title, the authors refer to “3D Printed Spur Gears,” but the paper does not contain any associated 3D-printed images or diagrams. Moreover, mentioned Directed Energy Deposition (DED) was introduced without any explanation or reasoning. The context and use of DED need to be explained and substantiated with relevant evidence.

The paper requires extensive restructuring in terms of its layout and formatting. As it stands, the document does not meet the required criteria for logical flow and academic style, thus a rewrite is recommended.

The experimental work seems to be lacking. The paper covers the results of the simulations and the theory, but there is no empirical testing done to validate the findings. The study would benefit from additional empirical data to augment the research.

Some phrases throughout the paper are poorly written grammatically. Language issues need to be addressed in a comprehensive edit to enhance the manuscript's clarity and overall presentation.
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
