	Clarify why in single antiplatet strategy, the second most used antiplatelet after Cardioaspirin  is Ticagrelor rather than Clopidogrel. 
Clarify why the pharmacist is responsible for “selection and dosing of anticoagulant and antiplatelet therapies based on individual patient needs and clinical guidelines” instaed of the medical doctor.
Explanation needed in the conclusion/discussion of the study.  According to observational data is clear that some disease an under/overtreatment. These points should be stressed by authors:

- “we primarily observed that coronary artery disease- acute coronary syndrome- anterior wall myocardial infarction is the most common cardiovascular condition” and drugs combination pattern “Aspirin (86.95%) is the most frequently prescribed antiplatelet, while heparin (52. 17%) is the most commonly used anticoagulant for treating cardiovascular disease”. This could be interpreted as undertreatment because the recommended combination pattern of drugs is DAPT+anticoagulation in ACS-STEMI patients. 
- “Antiplatelet use was observed most frequently among patients with hypertension”. This could be interpreted as overtreatment because only well stratified high risk patients with hypertension should benefit from a single antiplatelet drug.
