	1. The manuscript provides a comprehensive analysis of the trends in the area, production, and productivity of soybean in Sagar District, Madhya Pradesh. The methodology for collecting primary data through structured interviews with 158 farmers is appropriate and aligns with the study's objectives. The inclusion of secondary data from the Madhya Pradesh Agriculture Department and District Statistical Office enhances the robustness of the analysis. However, the manuscript would benefit from a clearer introduction that contextualizes the significance of soybean trends, particularly in terms of food security and economic policy. Additionally, while the study presents valuable data, further theoretical and conceptual support would strengthen the overall framework, providing a more solid foundation for the research. 
2. The paper lacks a dedicated review of literature section, which is essential for grounding the study in existing research and identifying gaps.

3. It is important to note that the manuscript lacks proper referencing throughout, particularly towards the end of the study. The absence of citations and references diminishes the overall credibility and depth of the analysis.

4. The discussion of external factors such as climate variability and market dynamics is insightful, but it would be helpful to incorporate relevant literature and references to support these arguments. Lastly, the paper would benefit from consistent citation of sources, and a more thorough review of literature to justify the research's contribution to existing knowledge in the field.

5. The methodology is clearly presented, outlining both primary and secondary data sources. However, the section could be further improved by specifying the sampling technique used, and any steps taken to ensure the validity and reliability of the data collected.

6. Use of time-series data from 2012–2024 provides depth and reliability. Tables and figures (e.g., Table 4, Table 5, and Figure 1) are well-integrated with the narrative and offer strong visual support to the textual analysis. Ensure consistent and sequential numbering of tables and figures—for example, align references like "Table 4.13(a)" with the actual "Table 4," and place Figure 1 after it is first mentioned in the text.

7. In the section on production, the term "volatile trend" is used but not fully explained. The reader would benefit from further clarification on what constitutes the volatility in production. More detailed explanations would help the reader connect the variability with underlying causes.

8. Mention of the author's visit to the Soybean Research Institute (ICAR–Indore) adds authenticity and primary research validation to the secondary data analysis.

	1. It is recommended that the manuscript include more recent references from the past 3–5 years to strengthen the relevance and contextual grounding of the study. Incorporating current literature will enhance the academic value and ensure the research reflects the latest developments in the field. 

2. Additionally, the references at the end are inconsistent and incomplete, such as the entry for “Ahirwar, R. F.,…” which is left incomplete. It is essential to ensure that all references follow a standardized citation style (APA/MLA/Chicago, etc.) and include the full bibliographic details.


	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	Several grammatical issues and syntactic inconsistencies need to be addressed for clarity and academic tone. For instance, "Production of soybean has increased 6570 thousand tonnes" should be revised to "Production of soybean increased to 6570 thousand tonnes," and "This is turn caused increase…" should be corrected to "This, in turn, caused an increase…".

	The manuscript presents a timely and relevant topic with potential significance for agricultural planning and policy-making. After incorporating the suggested revisions in improving structure, ensuring citation consistency, and enhancing the introduction and reference section the study will be considerably strengthened.
