	There are several grammatical errors and awkward phrasings throughout the discussion (e.g., “This observation is consistent with previous reports...”, “In contrast to our observations however...”). A thorough language edit is recommended to improve fluency and professionalism.
	

	Optional/General comments


	1. The title could be more concise and grammatically refined.

2. The aim statement is clear, but the sentence is overly long and should be divided for clarity.

3. The methods are adequately described, but minor grammatical errors are present.

4. The sentence structure should be more concise and formal.

5. The introduction oscillates between past and present tenses. For example: “T. vaginalis causes discomfort...” (present)

“Studies have also found...” (present perfect)

6. Phrases like “which can be transmitted sexually to cause trichomoniasis” can be shortened to “a sexually transmitted protozoan causing trichomoniasis.”

7. Incorrect article usage / redundancy:

"all in Accra" → "both located in Accra"

"antenatal clinic for routine check-up" → "antenatal clinics for routine check-ups"

8. "Subjects were instructed on how to take their own sample." → could be clarified as: "Participants were guided on how to self-collect vaginal swab specimens under instruction."

9. Data analysis section needs more detail: Specify the software used for statistical analysis (e.g., SPSS v.xx, STATA, R).

10. Avoid informal constructions like “most of…” when possible; use precise percentages and structured comparisons.

11. While the discussion is rich in detail, it tends to be overly verbose in several sections. Paragraphs should be more concise and structured to highlight key findings, their implications, and comparisons with previous studies.

12. The authors discuss limitations of the wet mount method and compare it with culture and PCR-based methods. While this is commendable, it would be beneficial to further elaborate on the potential impact of diagnostic sensitivity on prevalence underestimation, perhaps supported with data or estimates where available.
