The introduction section lacks a clearly articulated research question or objective. Literature review is selective, and it overlooks the contribution of scholars of the region, especially from Pakistan. 

Additionally, the manuscript fails to address the impacts of these hydroelectric projects on downstream communities, especially in case of Indus Delta where Sindh, especially its deltaic communities pay the price of the dams constructed in upper riparian Punjab a province of Pakistan. The omission of the impacts of these projects on downstream communities is a significant oversight. To address, it is recommended incorporating Abdul Hadi’s research, specifically his work Dams and Destruction: The Impacts of Dams on Deltaic Communities in Sindh. https://doi.org/10.1089/env.2018.0035. This would offer crucial information for understanding the full range of impacts of these projects.
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
