	Modification is vague in context of KAP, hence it should be clear to specify whether the study measures improvement or change over the time. Additionally grass-root level is redundant so it should be replaced with ‘ground level’.

	There is need to improve the abstract as it lacks continuity. The author begins by defining AWW and ANM but then abruptly shifts to discussing child abuse without establishing a smooth transition. An abstract should provide a cohesive flow by first introducing the roles of AWWs and ANMs, followed by their logical connection to child abuse issues, and finally outlining the purpose of the study. 
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	Needs some improvement addressing gaps is vital, as the small sample size limits its generalizability across different states. Furthermore, the absence of a control group makes it challenging to compare outcomes between those who received formal education and those who did not. A detailed breakdown of the KAP questionnaire should be provided to specify the types of questions used to assess KAP. Additionally, extending the follow-up period to six months would provide a more comprehensive evaluation of the effectiveness of formal education in identifying systemic gaps in implementation. Additionally, the study lacks clarity on the specific age group in which child abuse was observed, whether it was more prevalent among early childhood or older ones.
