	Yes this manuscript is scientifically correct in its factual content and basic purpose. But there are few issues:
· Review lists plans rather than critically analysing plants

· Some species names are not updated to current accepted nomenclature Terminalia bellirica  (Correction: “belerica= bellirica) and some species names inconsistently italicized  (e.g. Acalypha sp.and Mitragyna sp.)

	References are partially recent as there are only four references of last five years. Older references dominates the list of plants.

	Yes, but there are few minor grammatical mistakes and language lacks clarity as well as academic tone.

	This is a helpful and well-organized review with lots of useful information on traditional fever remedies in Bangladesh. With some clearer methods, stronger analysis, and minor edits to improve the writing, it has strong potential for publication.
While the manuscript does not raise any direct ethical concerns. I recommend the authors include a brief statement recognizing these contributors and clarifying that all information was sourced from previously published literature without new human subject involvement. A standard funding and conflict of interest declaration would also strengthen the ethical transparency of the manuscript.
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
