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General Assessment:
The manuscript addresses a relevant topic and the research question is generally appropriate. The analysis employs standard econometric methods (OLS and ARDL), and the literature review is comprehensive. However, there are several areas that require attention before the paper can be considered for publication.
Key Points for Improvement:
· The title should be corrected to "macroeconomic variables" (plural).
· The research question and objectives need to be stated more clearly in the introduction.
· The literature review, while extensive, would benefit from better organization and a clearer focus on the research gap.
· The methodology section should justify the choice of variables and clarify the use of GFCF as a proxy for FDI.
· The results and discussion sections should be more tightly linked to the research question and existing literature.
· The manuscript contains numerous grammatical and stylistic errors; language editing is necessary.
· Formatting and referencing should be checked for consistency and compliance with journal standards.
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
