It is also an interesting issue, probably based on the situation in the Philippines, but a good example for other countries with the same situation.

1. The keywords, as possible to contain singular terms, not all to be composed.
1. Conclusions (at plural) being several ideas. Also no references, simple presentation as .... that aligns with national norms and international standards (because that Act was already presented).
2. References are not well written. Even if it's about documents/norms, international institutions, as well as authors, they have to be included in the first letter order, or in authors' cases in the alphabetical order of their last names.
Thus, the first reference is Alindayu A.MC. et al. (2024)..., Amores I.P. et al. (2023).., , Braun V., Clarke V. (2006).. and, at the end, WHO (2025)... and WHO (2020)..
Please, use the name of the authors and institutions within the paper, not the position number from References.
