4. Why are the authors using anonymous as an author?
5. The fact statements in the text such as areas under soybean production, the importance of soybean and the health benefits of soybean.
6. The authors have not provided the objectives of the study.
7. Authors should discuss the implications of their results in relation to other studies.
8. The authors have indicated in the abstract that Garrett’s score was to be used to interpret data. Authors should address this by providing how what this means based on the study results.
9.  Once the reported facts have been referenced, they will be sufficient.

10.  All cited references in the text must be cited in the list and vice versa. For example: Hazari &amp;

al., 2021 and Singh et al., 2024 are in the list but not in text.
