The study presents a significant contribution to understanding the dynamics of the rapidly growing infant nutrition market and is particularly relevant in light of the socio-economic changes accompanying modern parenting.

Scientific Significance and Relevance

The study explores a highly important and timely topic – alternative infant feeding and parental attitudes toward formula milk. With growing urbanization, increased maternal employment, and changes in family structure, the choice of appropriate infant nutrition is critical for both child development and public health. In this context, the paper stands out for its strong practical and social relevance while also contributing meaningfully to academic research in the fields of consumer behavior, nutrition marketing, and health policy.

Structure and Methodology

The authors demonstrate a clear and logical structure, developing the research topic in a coherent and methodical way. The study follows a standard academic format, including abstract, introduction, objectives, literature review, methodology, results, discussion, and conclusion. The literature review is particularly strong, covering both Indian and international studies and providing the reader with a well-rounded view of the existing knowledge.

Methodologically, the research is well-founded. It combines primary and secondary data, with a focus on structured questionnaires distributed in strategic healthcare locations such as pharmacies, children’s hospitals, and maternity homes. The use of random sampling and the number of respondents (n = 98) are appropriate to ensure the reliability and representativeness of the results. The use of percentage analysis, tabulation, and data visualization further enhances the clarity and interpretability of the findings.

Results Analysis and Discussion

The results are highly informative and offer valuable insights into how parents perceive and use infant formula. One of the key findings is that only 42% of respondents were aware of such products, with the main sources of information being retail stores (49%) and personal networks (39%). Notably, healthcare professionals played a minor role (12%),

highlighting the need for improved collaboration between manufacturers and health institutions, within ethical boundaries.

Another significant result is that 80% of those aware of infant formula had used it, although mostly on an occasional basis (64% used it less than once per week). This suggests that the product is largely seen as a supplement rather than a replacement for breastfeeding.

The study also examines the factors influencing purchasing decisions, with the most important being insufficient breast milk (43%), medical recommendations (41%), convenience (34%), and nutritional value (21%). Overall satisfaction with the product was relatively high – 53% of users reported being satisfied or highly satisfied. The product was especially praised for its nutritional quality (98% positive ratings), ease of preparation, portability, and cleaning.

Practical Recommendations and Contribution

The study does not stop at theoretical analysis but offers concrete recommendations to improve product accessibility and marketing. These include the need for educational campaigns on the benefits and proper use of formula, improvements in distribution networks, and greater involvement of healthcare professionals through ethical, information-based communication strategies. The authors correctly identify a significant market opportunity, particularly among the 41% of neutral respondents who show uncertainty but are not opposed to using formula.

Conclusion

In conclusion, this study is well-developed, methodologically sound, and highly relevant to the contemporary social and health context. It successfully combines academic rigor with practical applicability and serves as a valuable resource for producers, retailers, healthcare professionals, and policymakers. Studies like this not only enhance our understanding of consumer attitudes but also support the development of more effective, ethical, and informed strategies to assist parents in infant feeding decisions.
