	Yes, the manuscript is scientifically correct in its premise, data collection and analysis within a basic framework.However, it would benefit from additional statistical depth, methodological transparency and refinement of scientific presentation to meet the standards of rigorous academic research.

	The reference list provides a decent foundation but some sources are outdated and do not fully capture recent trends in nutritional literacy and dairy consumption among youth. The inclusion of more recent Indian studies, governmental nutrition guidelines (FSSAI) and international frameworks (WHO/FAO) would enrich the manuscript’s scientific credibility and relevance. In particular, studies post-2020 on student health behavior, food safety standards and dairy trends in the Indian context are recommended.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The manuscript’s English is generally comprehensible but it would benefit from professional language editing to improve grammatical accuracy, clarity and academic tone. Certain expressions are informal or redundant and several sentences would be clearer with improved structure and punctuation. A round of thorough proofreading or language polishing is strongly recommended to meet scholarly communication standards.
	

	Optional/General comments


	This manuscript addresses a timely and relevant topic by exploring milk consumption behavior and nutritional awareness among college students in Anand and Vidyanagar, Gujarat. The study is grounded in a structured survey and presents clear data with practical implications for nutrition education and the dairy industry. However, the manuscript would benefit from enhanced statistical analysis (beyond descriptive statistics), refinement of academic language and the inclusion of more recent and diverse references - especially from peer-reviewed Indian studies and government sources. Despite these limitations, the work offers meaningful insight into student dietary habits and has potential value for researchers, policymakers and dairy marketers. With revisions, the paper can make a useful contribution to the literature on youth nutrition and consumer behavior in India.

The manuscript presents original and relevant findings, but significant revisions are required in methodology reporting, language polishing, ethical documentation, and literature support to meet academic publishing standards
