· A few references are cited in the text but not listed in the reference section for example Dikshit et al (2009) is in the list of references but not in the text. 

· Reference have different year in the text and in the list of references
For example- Choudury et al, 2023 in the text; whereas Chaudhry et al, 3023 in text but Chaudhry et al, 2024 in the list of reference.

· Name of the Journals are not mentioned following an unified naming system.
In reference Girolami et al the name of the journal is written in italics but in the reference Gandhi et al, the name of the journal is not italics – shown below
