1. Reformatting: The manuscript would benefit from consistent formatting throughout to improve readability and presentation.  This includes maintaining consistent margins, paragraph spacing, and alignment.

 2. Font Style and Size: The font style should remain consistent throughout the manuscript.  Currently, the font size in the abstract is different from that in the main body. 

 3. Heading Capitalization: If headings are formatted in uppercase, this style should be used consistently throughout the manuscript to ensure consistency.  Alternatively, follow the journal  specific style guide.

4. References: Several claims and statements lack proper citation.  Citations for all assertions, data, or ideas derived from previous work are required to support the validity of your arguments and acknowledge original sources.
