· Sesamum radiatum on the second paragraph needs to be italicized
· Staphylococcus aureus and Pseudomonas aeruginosa need to be italicized on the third paragraph
· “According to new research, Sesamum radiatum has a larger profile of phenolic compounds and flavonoids, which are essential for antioxidant defense, but Sesamum indicum is well-known for its high oil content and lignans as sesamin and sesamolin. ” needs to be cited

· Origanum vulgare, Allium sativum, and Curcuma longa need to be italicized on the six paragraph

Over all: the results are not well explained and it lacks clarity. However, the results shows good outcomes but lacks explanatory to support the study
