	The Introduction presents factual background and defines the problem. There should be a brief explanation of what is inclusive education. 
The author must explain abbreviations the first time they are used: SPED ? / LSEN ? 
The methodology is detailed and clear. The author should include a few examples of questions asked in the interview.

The results section presents the thematic analysis and includes quotes for each major theme and sub-theme.

The quotes are not in English and there is no translation provided making it hard to comment on their relevance to the theme. 

In the results section, only the results should be presented with no interpretations. Therefore, it is inadequate to present the author’s feelings. For example: 

“As researchers, we felt a strong sense of empathy and concern for these teachers, who were clearly doing their best despite having limited tools and training. Their honesty highlighted the gap between the ideal vision of inclusive education and the actual classroom realities.” (This is repeated in all themes presented).

The discussion section should focus on the results of the study. In this section the author should interpret the data and the significance of the findings. The author has cited many new studies in this section that were not introduced in the introduction. 

The cited studies should be used only to support the findings but in this manuscript they are the focus of the discussion. 

In the first 2 paragraphs of the discussion, there is no reference to the findings of this study at all. 

In the next paragraphs, the focus of the discussion is not on the findings of the study but on the previous studies cited. 

There is no conclusion section.

	In general, the language is adequate. However, there are instances of incorrect grammar:

Abstract: 
The first sentence: “General education teachers faced major barrier which is the limited institutional support for teachers, which hampers their ability to adopt transformative and inclusive teaching methods”.

… “with selected seven general education teachers….”

* Line 1 of Methodology: In this chapter, the researchers presented the research methods and procedures to used.
*The second sentence in the Results: The themes and subthemes that emerged from the data were organized according to the three major variables: lived experience, reflective processing, and transformative response, further, one theme emerged, Experiences in Inclusion Through Personal and Professional Growth.
