In the Abstract;

4. The last line “this study was carried out to determine the effects of cigarette smoke inhalation on antioxidants vitamins (A, E, C) and thyroid hormone profile in Wistar rats” is not necessary in the introduction of the abstract since you have a paragraph for the aim of the study 

5. In your methodology Benson should be written with capital letter B

6. Kindly, rewrite your conclusion so that readers can understand you better

Main Article;

7. In paragraph 4, you wrote “Studies have documented how the absorption of this complex mixture leads to widespread oxidative damage, promoting a cascade of events culminating in cellular dysfunction (Rahman et al., 2023)” and cited only one reference but you wrote studies. You may want to include more references to this paragraph, or you correct the grammar.

8. In paragraph 5, you wrote “Studies have reported current cigarette smoking rate and rate at which people are exposed to cigarette smoke in the developed world is increasing with report of smoking related causes (Ulilalbab et al., 2018)”. Kindly rephrase this paragraph and explain better what you mean by “… increasing with report of smoking related causes”

9. In paragraph 7, what do you mean by directionality and magnitude of smoking's effect on thyroid hormone levels?

10. In the same paragraph 7, you cited Kiokias, 2018 saying discrepancies among studies may stem from variations in study designs, populations, or exposure assessments—all elements that warrant further investigation to elucidate clearer relationships and mechanisms. In my own view, your data does not address these discrepancies, so I think it is not necessary to include this line in your write-up.

11. Kindly correct your Wistar anywhere you used small letter “w”

Discussion;

12. You used a reference from Doll et al., 1994.  Kindly use a more recent reference

13. You wrote “This study has shown that exposure to smoke can predispose one to any of the above diseases. This may be due to antioxidant properties of Vitamin E as a result of reactive oxygen species generated as a result of smoke inhalation”. What data in this study proof this statement? Can you elaborate more

14. You included in your write up that “Cigarettes smoke increased the incidence of multinodular goitre especially in iodine deficient patient”. This should not be included because you do not have any data to back it up

Conclusion;

Your conclusion is not from the data presented in this article. You do not measure prostate-specific antigen, and testosterone levels. What do you mean by TP-induced group? Where does Annona muricata fruit comes into this study? Did you do any histological staining? How do you know that prostatic histoarchitecture was affected by smoke and restored?
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
