	The abstract is well-structured and provides a clear overview of the case, including the background, patient presentation, diagnosis, treatment, and outcome. It effectively highlights the rarity and clinical challenge of gallbladder MiNENs. However, some improvements can enhance its comprehensiveness and clarity. The abstract should briefly mention the significance of immunohistochemistry in diagnosis and the rationale for choosing neoadjuvant chemotherapy, as these are key elements of the case. Additionally, the percentages of tumor components (20% adenocarcinoma, 80% neuroendocrine carcinoma) could be included for better context. The final pathological staging (ypT3N0) and disease-free surgical margins are important findings and should remain. Overall, the abstract would benefit from a slightly more concise phrasing and inclusion of the diagnostic and therapeutic implications for broader clinical relevance.

Minor improvements in language clarity and organization could enhance readability, but the scientific content is sound and contributes meaningfully to the understanding of this rare entity.

	The language and English quality of the article are generally acceptable for scholarly communication, but there is room for improvement. The manuscript effectively conveys the intended scientific information; however, there are instances of grammatical errors, awkward phrasing, and inconsistent sentence structure that may hinder readability. For example, phrases like “in gallbladder” should be corrected to “of the gallbladder,” and transitions between sections could be smoother. Additionally, some sections would benefit from clearer sentence construction and more formal academic tone. A thorough language edit by a native English speaker or professional editor would enhance the clarity, precision, and overall polish of the manuscript, making it more suitable for publication in a peer-reviewed journal.

To enhance its impact, the authors may consider refining the language for clarity, ensuring consistency in terminology, and expanding briefly on the clinical decision-making process in the abstract and discussion. Overall, the case is presented effectively and contributes meaningfully to the growing awareness and understanding of mixed neuroendocrine–non-neuroendocrine neoplasms.
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
