	Yes, overall manuscript is scientifically correct. However, at few places language consistency is required, and formatting errors must be fixed.
There is a discrepancy in patient’s age in manuscript, at one place it is 59 years while at other place it 74 years which also needs to be corrected. Spelling of ‘hydrochlorthiazide" is to be corrected.
Author can also add information about ACB and Diuretics mechanism of action in manuscript and its correlation to significant reduction in blood sodium level.
