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	· Sample Size Justification
The study is based on primary data collected from 70 respondents, 40 taxi drivers and 30 passengers. However, the sample size appears relatively small for meaningful statistical analysis. The author must provide a clear and logical justification for choosing this specific sample size. Ideally, a larger sample (preferably more than 100 respondents) would enhance the reliability and generalizability of the findings.

· Use of Multiple Linear Regression Model
The author has applied a multiple linear regression model but has not discussed the underlying assumptions of the model. It is essential to specify whether the assumptions of linearity, normality, homoscedasticity, independence of errors, and absence of multicollinearity were tested and met. Diagnostic checks should be reported to validate the robustness of the model.

· Sample Distribution and Analytical Application
The paper uses data from two groups: 40 taxi drivers (used to examine the relationship between income and variables such as experience, fuel cost, and sessional time) and 30 passengers. However, the rationale behind using passenger data and how it fits into the broader research objectives is unclear. The author should clarify the analytical purpose of each subgroup to avoid ambiguity.

· Measurement of Income
The income data collected from taxi drivers is based on daily earnings rather than monthly or annual income. This approach may not accurately capture long-term income trends and can be affected by day-to-day variability. The author should either justify the use of daily income or consider aggregating the data over a longer period to improve consistency and reliability.
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
