After re-reviewing this manuscript, I acknowledge that the authors have made considerable improvements in sentence structure and clarity, with assistance from ChatGPT. Each section has been revised to enhance comprehension. However, one key issue remains unaddressed: the justification for the determination of the sample size. I had previously commented on this point, and it is important that the authors provide a clear explanation of how the sample size was decided.

Despite this, the paper offers significant insights, particularly in identifying fuel expenditure and seasonal conditions as critical determinants of the daily income of two-wheeler taxi drivers. This contribution is valuable for both academic understanding and policy formulation.

Therefore, I recommend that the paper can be accepted for publication after the authors include a clear justification of the sample size and discuss the assumptions underlying the regression analysis.
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
