	The abstract is not well detailed. An abstract should provide a good overview/summary of what the whole study is about. The author should let us know how functional education/literacy could actually reduce/eradicate youth restiveness; briefly tell us about the methodology used in the study also.

	There are no adequate recent references. There are more recent publications on Youth restiveness beyond 2020 that can make this study more robust. For instance (see: Olaseni,
O.O. & Oladele, J.K. (2023).

should be changed to ‘Recommendations’. The word recommendation is more scholarly.
