	The manuscript is scientifically sound in terms of design, methodology, and data interpretation. The use of descriptive statistics is appropriate for the objectives. The study's internal logic is coherent, and its conclusions are supported by the data. However, some issues need attention:

· Minor inconsistencies in terminology (“behavioral Dimension” vs. “behavioral strategies”)

· Repetition in the narrative, especially between the introduction and review of literature.

· Some misinterpretations in the hypothesis testing results.
