	Although the abstract provided a clear overview of the study, including purpose, methods, key findings, and implications, some aprts may still be improved, specifically, including the sample size, briefly stating the research design, and removing some redundant statements when tightening the phrasing of implications.

	Yes, the manuscript is scientifically sound and follows an appropriate quantitative approach. The use of TAM is well-integrated into the research framework, and the statistical tools (correlation and regression analysis) are correctly applied. However, the sample size should be reported clearly in the methodology, and more details are needed on the instrument’s reliability testing (e.g., Cronbach's alpha). The discussion would also benefit from a more in-depth treatment of possible limitations or moderating factors influencing the results.

	The references are generally sufficient and include both foundational and recent works. However, adding more local of Philippine-based studies published in the last five years and including recent systematic reviews or meta-analyses on technology integration in education would be better.

	The English is mostly clear and readable, but the manuscript would benefit from light editing for grammar, verb tense consistency, and formatting.
	

	Optional/General comments


	The study presents strong practical relevance, particularly for education stakeholders involved in promoting ICT integration in mathematics instruction. It would benefit from the inclusion of a clearly presented visual conceptual framework, especially since it is mentioned but not shown in the manuscript. Additionally, a short section discussing the study’s limitations such as its focus on a specific region or the reliance on self-reported data would strengthen the rigor and transparency of the findings. The tables are well-organized and informative, but they could be improved further by using more specific titles and ensuring that their formatting aligns with standard academic journal presentation styles.
The manuscript demonstrates clear research objectives, strong theoretical grounding using the Technology Acceptance Model, and appropriate quantitative methods. The findings are statistically valid and contribute meaningfully to educational research, particularly in the context of technology integration in mathematics education. However, the paper requires minor revisions related to formatting, clarity in methodology (sample size and reliability measures), and enhancement of the conclusion with a brief limitations section.
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
