The research design is robust, utilizing descriptive-comparative methods and appropriate statistical tools to reveal significant relationships between awareness levels and key demographic variables such as income, employment, and education.

What stands out positively in this manuscript is its practical application—a well-structured, community-based orientation program (“Kaalaman para sa Kinabukasan”) that directly addresses disparities in parental awareness. This actionable output elevates the manuscript from a purely academic study to a tool for real-world educational reform. However, while the manuscript is informative and thoughtfully constructed, it could benefit from a more concise presentation in some sections and a deeper exploration of cultural factors that might influence parental involvement.

Overall, I find this manuscript both timely and relevant, particularly in contexts where parental support is essential to the success of education reforms. The proposed intervention is a strength that enhances its value to the academic community and policymakers alike.

	The abstract of the manuscript is generally comprehensive and captures the key components of the study: the research objective, methodology, demographic focus, key findings, and the proposed intervention (intensive orientation scheme). However, several improvements could enhance its clarity, precision, and usefulness for readers:

Suggestions for Improvement:

1. Add a brief rationale or context:
While the abstract explains what was done, it lacks a brief rationale or problem statement. Including a sentence that explains why parental awareness is important in the context of the K to 12 curriculum would strengthen the opening.

2. Clarify statistical methods:
Mentioning the use of descriptive statistics, t-tests, and ANOVA is good, but it might help to specify that these were used to test for significant differences across demographic variables.

3. Refine the phrasing of findings:
Phrases like “parents exhibited a high level of awareness across all domains” are accurate but somewhat generic. It might be more effective to highlight the most notable or unexpected finding from the data.

4. Language simplification and conciseness:

	The manuscript demonstrates scientific correctness through its clear research objectives, well-defined methodology, and appropriate use of statistical tools. The descriptive-comparative design is suitable for examining differences in parental awareness based on demographic variables, and the use of ANOVA and t-tests is technically appropriate for the dataset. The sample size of 159 parent-respondents, selected purposively across multiple schools, is adequate and reasonably representative of the local population under study. Moreover, the instrument used shows high reliability (Cronbach’s alpha = 0.897), indicating strong internal consistency in measuring parental awareness. Overall, the study is methodologically sound and the conclusions are well-supported by the data presented.

However, there are several areas where the English quality can be improved to meet the standards of scholarly communication more fully.
	

	Optional/General comments


	The manuscript presents a timely and relevant investigation into parental awareness of the K to 12 language curriculum in the Paquibato District, with a strong practical component in the form of a proposed orientation program. The study is well-organized, with clearly stated objectives, appropriate use of statistical methods, and a logical structure that supports its conclusions. The integration of quantitative analysis with actionable recommendations—particularly the “Kaalaman para sa Kinabukasan” program—adds value to the manuscript by bridging theory and practice.

However, there are several areas for improvement. The language quality, while generally comprehensible, would benefit from further refinement to align with academic standards. Some sections could be made more concise, particularly in the methodology and results, where repetitive explanations could be streamlined. Additionally, while the references are mostly up-to-date and relevant, the inclusion of more local policy sources or foundational works on parental involvement could strengthen the literature base.

Overall, this is a scientifically sound and socially relevant study that contributes meaningfully to education research and policy development in the Philippine context. With minor revisions in language, organization, and referencing, the manuscript is a strong candidate for publication.
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
