	The research is timely and addresses a relevant educational concern in the Philippine context.

Materials & Methods

The methodological approach is generally sound and appropriate for the research objectives. The descriptive-comparative design aligns well with the aim of identifying differences in awareness across demographic variables. The sample size (n=150) is adequate for the statistical analyses employed, and the purposive sampling technique is justified given the specific target population.

However, several methodological aspects require clarification or improvement:

1. The researcher mentions a Cronbach's alpha of 0.897 for the survey questionnaire but provides limited information about the instrument validation process. More details on how content validity was established would strengthen the methodology.

2. The data gathering procedure is well-described, but the manuscript would benefit from more information about how potential response biases were addressed, particularly when collecting data from parents with varying literacy levels.

3. While the statistical tools (mean, frequency counts, t-test, ANOVA) are appropriate, the manuscript lacks information about how the assumptions for parametric tests were verified, especially for the ANOVA.

Results & Discussion

The results are presented in a structured manner with appropriate statistical analyses. The findings regarding demographic profiles and awareness levels are clearly articulated and supported by data. The discussion effectively contextualizes the findings within relevant literature, particularly when explaining demographic differences in awareness levels.

Areas for improvement:

1. Some claims in the discussion could be strengthened with additional empirical evidence. For example, the assertion that "parents with higher educational attainment and stable employment may have better access to information" would benefit from more specific supporting research.

2. The discussion would be enhanced by addressing potential limitations of the findings, such as the geographical specificity of the sample and how this might affect generalizability.

3. The manuscript would benefit from a more critical analysis of unexpected or contradictory findings, if any were encountered.

Conclusion

The conclusion effectively summarizes the key findings and aligns with the data presented. The three main conclusions—regarding demographic profiles, awareness levels, and significant differences across groups—are logically derived from the results. The conclusions avoid overstatement and remain grounded in the evidence.

However, the conclusion could be strengthened by:

1. More explicitly addressing the implications of these findings for educational policy and practice

2. Acknowledging limitations of the study that might affect interpretation of the results

3. Providing a clearer connection between the findings and the proposed orientation scheme

The reference list is current and relevant, with most sources published within the last five years (2020-2025). The citations appropriately support the theoretical framework, methodology, and discussion of findings. The manuscript demonstrates good engagement with contemporary literature on parental involvement in education, curriculum awareness, and socioeconomic factors affecting educational engagement.

Suggestions for improvement:

1. Including more references specific to the Philippine K to 12 language curriculum implementation would strengthen the contextual foundation

2. Adding some seminal works on parental involvement in education would provide historical context to complement the current literature

3. Consider incorporating more methodological references to support the research design choices

Overall Assessment

This manuscript presents a methodologically sound study with clear practical implications for educational practice. The research addresses an important gap in understanding parental awareness of curriculum reforms and proposes concrete solutions. With the suggested revisions, particularly to the methodology section and the discussion of limitations, this manuscript would make a valuable contribution to the literature on parental involvement in education and curriculum implementation.
