	The phrase “creating community teaching” is unclear or possibly awkward in phrasing. Do you mean "community-oriented teaching", "building a sense of community in teaching", or "teaching that fosters classroom community"? This needs clarification and consistency.
If it is a new terminology introduced, it was not discussed in the article, making it ambiguous and unclear.

	Terms like “concepts, sensitivity, needs, and risk-taking” and “supportive, instructional, preventive, responsive” are listed without explaining what they refer to. Brief clarification helps readers understand the constructs measured.
The correlation is said to be significant, but the strength or direction of the correlation is not mentioned (e.g., weak/moderate/strong, positive/negative). This is crucial for interpreting the impact.


	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	1. The author conducted the research ethically and demonstrated competence in interpreting the data to generate meaningful insights. However, the manuscript could be further improved by addressing the following points:

· Include a sample of the questionnaire used in the study. This would allow readers to better understand the specific domains and items that were evaluated.
· Provide evidence of instrument development and validation. It would be beneficial to include information on how the questionnaires were constructed, as well as any expert feedback or validation processes undertaken to ensure their reliability and content validity.
2. The relationship of creative classroom setup and “creating community teaching” is not explicitly discussed clearly. The aim of the study was “to determine the significant relationship between attractive classroom organisation and creating community teaching among…” the “significant relationship” was not depicted clearly in the manuscript.
3. The aim of the study was not consistent in the manuscript.
