	This paper is a strong addition to modern studies in literature, focusing on the representation of English literature of war and conflict as trauma, memory and moral ambiguity. Its interdisciplinary framework, bringing together trauma studies, postcolonialism and narratology, yields nuanced perspectives on the ethical and psychological dimensions of the stories we tell of war. Examining texts such as Regeneration, Birdsong and The Road to the Country, it bridges the gap between historical and contemporary conflicts and will be of interest to scholars of a wide range of disciplines. The interest in broken narratives and unheard voices is particularly relevant in the light of recent discourses in trauma studies.

	The abstract is well-written and consultative, and it clearly represents the study objectives, methods and main findings. Nevertheless it could give a brief mention on the theoretical frameworks (e.g., Caruth’s trauma theory, Mufti’s postcolonial critique) to contextualize the research within academic conventions a little more. For example,  “Drawing on trauma theory (Caruth, 1996) and postcolonial war studies (Mufti, 2018), this article examines…” would make the abstract more effective.

	The manuscript is scientifically robust, featuring a clear methodology and strong textual analysis. The arguments are well-supported by primary texts and secondary scholarship. However, the “War Theories” section could be better integrated into the main discussion to enhance cohesion, particularly by linking LaCapra’s “working through” trauma to Regeneration’s narrative strategies.
