***Congratulation for nice case presentation. At the beginning of discussion, starting with importance and implications of voriconazole is advisable, so it is better to start with the following:

Prophylaxis with a broad-spectrum antifungal, such as voriconazole, has the potential to decrease the incidence of Invasive fungal infections [IFI] in haematology patients [1], especially in patients on treatment with intensive induction chemotherapy [2]. Candida is one of common opportunistic pathogens in humans[3] and considered is a significant source of morbidity and mortality[4],causing Fungal sepsis and invasive candidiasis[5].

***Adding more data on the role of immune status to explain side effects with voriconazole treatment is highly needed, also to improve logic follow of ideas. The following paragraph and the attached references are informative and valuable:

IL10 is key regulators of immune homeostasis [A&B] and can be used to reflect the severity of inflammation on voriconazole treatment[C]. Vascular endothelial growth factor (VEGF) is considered a key regulator in angiogenesis[D], it is upregulated in addition to platelet-derived growth factor (PDGF) by voriconazole which in turn increases osteoblast activity [E].
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
