	This manuscript fills a gap in regional research on mental health awareness and suicide prevention in the Caribbean, particularly in Guyana. It addresses the intersection of family dynamics and geographic access to mental health resources. The study’s findings have implications for policy development and targeted intervention strategies in educational institutions.

	The abstract covers key elements of the study. However, the first sentence is awkwardly phrased: 'The present study explores about influence...' should be revised to 'The present study explores the influence...'. Also, the scale used for measuring knowledge should be briefly named in the abstract.

	Yes, the manuscript is largely correct, though the results relating to parental marital status contradict existing literature and need better theoretical framing. Further detail on the scale used to measure suicidality resource knowledge should be provided.

	Yes, the references are current and relevant, with inclusion of studies from similar settings. The 2021 WHO report and other peer-reviewed literature are properly cited. No further additions are strictly necessary.

	Generally acceptable but needs editing. Some sentences in the abstract and introduction contain awkward phrasing and grammatical errors (e.g., 'about influence,' 'students from unstable are at a positional disadvantage…'). A professional proofread is recommended.

	Consider separating some long paragraphs in the discussion section for better readability. The visual presentation of tables is good, but ensure table captions are consistent and informative.
The manuscript addresses an important topic related to mental health literacy and suicidality awareness among university students in the Caribbean—a region where such data is often underrepresented. The study contributes to the understanding of how familial and residential factors impact mental health knowledge. The use of quantitative methodology is appropriate, and the sample size is statistically justified. However, the results and interpretations, especially the reversal of expected findings in relation to parental marital status, require more nuanced explanation. Overall, the study is scientifically sound and worth consideration after some clarifications and improvements.
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
