	This manuscript offers a distinctive contribution to the course of literature by casting the much-neglected nexus of family structure, geographic residence, and mental health literacy in the Caribbean context. Drawing on knowledge of suicidality resource among medical students at the University of Guyana, this study aims to address glaring gaps featured in regional disparities in mental health awareness. The findings can engage fellow scholars by offering empirical evidence illuminating culture-centric intervention strategies, policy frameworks supporting suicide prevention outreach, and vaccinating educational programs. Additionally, because of its robust methods and subtle analysis, the study is positioned to provide a model worth replicating in future research undertaken within other low- and middle-income countries; this would thereby foster additional discourse on mental health equity globally.

Abstract

This study investigates the effect of parental marital status and place of residence on knowledge of suicidality resources in student populations from the College of Medical Sciences, University of Guyana. The analytical cross-sectional survey involved 243 participants who filled self-administered questionnaires. The key variables were parental marital status (married/living together versus others) and residential setting (urban, suburban, rural) concerning the students' knowledge of suicide prevention resources. The statistical analyses showed parental marital status was significantly associated with knowledge of suicidality resources (Fisher's Exact Test, p = .026), while knowledge and residence had a borderline significant association (Likelihood Ratio, p = .047). While some literature suggests otherwise, students from non-married parent households expressed marginally greater levels of awareness regarding suicide resources. Overall, the findings underscore the complex interplay between family structure and geographic context in relation to the mental health literacy of young adults. Future research should take these findings further, as they can be used to target interventions and inform mental health outreach efforts with university students in the Caribbean region.
